Parents’ Evening Appointments
Monday 14th (Rowan Only) and 21st October and Wednesday 23rd October 2024

At this time of year, we offer Parents’ Evening appointments to parents and carers with their child’s class teacher to discuss how they have settled into their new class. The focus for this meeting is on general wellbeing, behaviour and attitude towards learning as well as to talk about how we might expect them to progress in their learning during the coming year.

Nursery parents evening is Monday 21st October from 3.30 p.m. to 6.00 p.m. and Wednesday 23rd October from 2.30 p.m. until 5.00 p.m.

Rowan parents evening is Monday 14th October and Monday 21st October – NOT Wednesday 23rd October. 

Bookings will be open from 6.00 p.m. Tuesday 1st October 2024. Appointments will be booked on a first come first served basis so do respond as soon as possible. Your appointment will last no longer than 10 minutes. If there is anything you would like to discuss at greater length with your child’s class teacher, please let them know and they can arrange an appropriate alternative time to do this.  Appointments should be booked via the online portal Parents Evening System, which you can access here: https://damsonwood.schoolcloud.co.uk/ 

Please be aware that parents of children with SEND will receive a separate letter to arrange a SEND review meeting, which will incorporate your parents’ evening appointment. Therefore, you do not need to book a separate appointment.

When you arrive for your appointment, please enter school via the main office (Stockwell Rise) and make your way to your child’s classroom. We will do our best to carry out appointments to time and therefore ask that you arrive promptly.

When you arrive for your appointment, we will ask you to check your child’s red collection form and your child’s data collection form, in order to ensure our records are up-to-date. Therefore, it would be helpful if you could have with you any updated telephone numbers, addresses or email addresses for contacts we hold in anticipation of your appointment.
